What do you know about New York ?
First of all, the real name is New York City to make the difference with the state of New York. But it’s also called the “Big Apple”. NYC is the most populous city in the US.

The NY metropolitan area has a population about 22 million but 8,1 million in the five boroughs (traduction au tableau) :

· Queens

· The Bronx

· Staten Island

1609 : on September 11, Henry Hudson discovered Manhattan

1613 : the Dutch established New Amsterdam governed by Peter Stuyvesant until

1664 when the British conquered the city and renamed it NY. The wall against the Native Indians fell down. (brief history of the wall)

1783 : the American Revolutionary War transformed NY in an American city (45 000 inhabitants)
1835 : NY is the biggest city of the US (390 000 inhabitants)

1930 : the construction of the Empire State Building is over (7 million of in)

1951 : at the end of the Second World War. The United Nation Building is set in Manhattan

2001 : September 11, 3000 people were killed in the destruction of the WTC (8 million of in)

2010 : the Freedom Tower will be built

Demographics features :
8,1 million of inhabitants

36% of the NY population was born outside the USA

11.5 % are African-American

10 % are Asian

27 % are Latino or Hispanic

12 % of Jewish people

The little history of Big Apple :
Early in the 19th century, a French aristocrat called Evelyne Claudine de Saint-Evremond went to NY to run away the French revolution. She established a brothel (traduction au tableau) where the girls were called the apples of Eve. And it became the name of the city. The “big” was added because NY is bigger than the biggest apple. Everything is big in NY.
